CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – We will have a 70 phonogram quiz this week.  We will start working with Spelling List 6.  The pre-test is Wednesday and final test with Dictation will be on Friday.   

MATH – We will work on lessons 30-32.  Our regular 5 lessons math test will be on Tuesday.  We will take our quarterly assessment on Friday. The quarterly assessment will cover concepts learned so far this year like clocks, sequences, place value and value, bar graphs, and money.  No need to study. 
GRAMMAR – We will continue our unit on verbs and practice using the thesaurus to find more descriptive adjectives and verbs in order to make our writing more interesting. We have been learning the differences between: its and it’s, they’re, their, and there, and your and you’re.  We will also learn the difference between when to use “can” or “may.” 
READING – we will read “Alexander the Great” this week and we will complete our open book worksheet on Tuesday. The closed book test will be on Friday and will include vocabulary and comprehension questions.
