CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – we will review and test on 30 Phonograms. The 30-phonogram quiz will be on Thursday.  In addition, we will be learning Spelling List 12 this week. Our Pre-Test is still on Wednesday and Final test is on Friday.
GRAMMAR – We are beginning a unit on NOUNS.  It will cover what is noun is, common and proper nouns, and plurals.  There will be a short quiz on Thursday for common and proper nouns.
MATH – Lessons this week will include lessons 50-53. There will be a math test next Wednesday.
SCIENCE - we will continue to study “Where Living Things are Found.” We will have a closed book quiz Wed. over Desert and Water Ecosystems.  The big test over all 4 lessons will be Friday. Vocabulary from these lessons is a huge part of the test.  
Some information for the science quiz tomorrow: 

The kids will have to name the 2 types of deserts, know examples of desert plants, animals, and insects.

Water covers more than 70% of the earth’s surface.  

There are 2 types of water ecosystems: freshwater and salt water.  Fresh water includes lakes, rivers, streams, ponds, and some marshes.  Saltwater ecosystems include oceans, seas, and some marshes.

READING – we will read and discuss “Copernicus and Galileo.” There will be a graded open book worksheet and students will complete the closed book test on Friday. Parents please make sure you are reviewing vocab at home. Students need to be familiar with the definitions and many of our tests require students to apply the word in a sentence.  
November Poem – Due date is November 21. It is early this month due to Thanksgiving break.
Book Report Update deadline extend December 3rd Mystery:  Hopefully students are almost done finishing their mystery books. Remember to do the report in chunks so that it is not overwhelming. With all of the modeling and classroom instruction, students should feel quite comfortable doing their personal reports.   Parents should just have to review grammar and spelling for the written portions.
