CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – we will review and test on 30 Phonograms. The 30-phonogram quiz will be on Thursday.  In addition, we will be learning Spelling List 13 this week. Our Pre-Test is still on Wednesday and Final test is on Friday. We will be working on List 14 after Thanksgiving.  We will be finishing up cursive lessons and the students may now write their name in cursive on all worksheets.  All none graded work may be done in cursive. 
GRAMMAR – We are working on a NOUN unit.  It will cover what is noun is, common and proper nouns, and plurals.  We will be working on singular and plural nouns this week.
