CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – We will review and test on 30 Phonograms.  In addition, we will be learning Spelling List 17 this week. Our Pre-Test is on Wednesday and Final test and Dictation is on Friday.
I am very pleased with our cursive handwriting as a whole!   I am strict about letter formation, especially in the beginning.   This strictness usually makes kids adjust quickly to making the corrections.    This includes dotting i’s, j’s, and crossing t’s and x’s!  The kids are reminded about this before they take a test, as they are taking it, and afterwards for double checking. I will hold them accountable.  (
GRAMMAR – We will continue our unit on adjectives this week and we will have a short quiz on Wednesday on “a”, “an”, and “the” and where to use them. 
MATH – Lessons this week will include lessons 72-75 and there will be a test on Friday. 
SCIENCE - we are doing unit on Living Things Depend on one Another.  It includes 3 lessons.  We read 1 lesson last week and will read lesson 2 this week and review. We will have a quiz Thursday over both of those lessons.
Things to know
Vocabulary of:

* producers, consumers, decomposers, interact, food chain, energy pyramid

* The children will have to give an example of a producer, consumer, and  

  a decomposer.  

*They should be able to answer questions about an energy pyramid.

READING – we will read the story “Martin Luther King”. The closed book test will be on Friday. 
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Three book sources are due on Wednesday for approval.  (We will only use 2, but get a 3rd just in case one is not approved due to being too easy, too difficult, or one that won’t fit the needs of the report.) More than half the kids have shown me their books and have them approved already.  (  

Also needed are the index cards and post-it flags, as discussed last week.

Most of our written report will be done together in class.  If a student falls behind with a piece or needs extra time, there is a possibility of having to do those parts at home.  You will be proofreading different paragraphs as we go.  I will let you know when.  (The project part will be done completely at home.) 

This week, we will be completing the cover of the report as well as choosing what topics of focus the students will have for the body of their reports.
