CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – We will review and test on 30 Phonograms.  In addition, we will be learning Spelling List 23 this week. Our Pre-Test is on Wednesday and Final test and Dictation is on Friday.
GRAMMAR – We will continue our unit on adverbs and will most likely be testing Wednesday of next week. 
READING – This week we will read and discuss “Rachel Carson” and we will complete an open book worksheet on Tuesday. The test for this story will be on Friday.  Next week, we will begin our second reader called Cities All About.   It is a fantastic book, although some of the information is a bit outdated.  When we come across this in the book, we will have discussions or handouts about changes that have happened.  
Biography Report and Presentation

Book reports are due in 2 weeks. Thursday, March 5th.  Be sure your student colors his/her poster and does it neatly for presentation.  Also, follow instructions for the three paragraph report to be done on lined paper.  

**Reports and posters can be turned in early. Students should also prepare a 2 minute presentation to speak about their person.  Their prop is their poster.  They should practice at home and may have index cards if they choose.   

MATH – Lessons this week will include lessons 90-92. There will be no Math test this week.
S. STUDIES – We will be completing our review and will test on Thursday.  It is heavy on vocabulary, also being able to list the 5 regions of the US, which city, state, region, country and continent they live in.  Students should study the work that is in their blue folders to prepare.
