I couldn’t be happier with the way our first full week went. Your children are wonderful and are settling in nicely; it is going to be a great year! They are working at adjusting to the new classroom so we will spend more time this week practicing routines, procedures, and expectations.
Homework will increase this week and quizzes/testing will be in full swing.  If it seems like your child is taking a long time to do the homework, (especially Spalding), it will get better as it becomes more routine. 

3rd Grade Curriculum Night will be on Wednesday, Aug. 29th from 7:00-7:30.  You will be given information on how to help your child successful in 3rd grade. I will also have sample book report/posters/dioramas of all four book reports.  (  

Curriculum Night is for adults only.  A reminder that the night is reserved for curriculum and that if you would like to speak about your individual child, please schedule a conference for another time.  I appreciate your understanding.  
CURRICULUM THIS WEEK
READING – We will be reading a story called “The Great Minu” and completing a graded open book worksheet as well.  A vocabulary list for this story was given out today and needs to be studied daily.  There will be a vocabulary quiz of matching the definitions with words given on Friday.
BOOK LOGS - The expectation is a bit different than 2nd grade.  In 3rd, we keep track of the number of pages read, not the amount of books.  The expectation is that students read a minimum of 15 minutes per night and record at LEAST 300 pages per quarter.  (3rd grade level books or above, 60 pages or more, not comic strips like Wimpy Kid).  Book logs will be turned in Oct.10th.  This is 10% of the student’s grade.  No late logs will be accepted.
MATH – We will work on lessons 6 – 9 and have our first graded assessment on Friday. Then, we have Saxon tests every 5 lessons. It is possible if we have the time, that we may be able to complete a practice test a day or two before a math test.
GRAMMAR – We will continue our work with Prepositions.  There will be a quiz on the second list of prepositions this Wednesday.  Learning to identify them will help us with identifying prepositional phrases and with writing sentences opening with prepositional phrases. The test over all 28 will be this Friday.
SPALDING/SPELLING – we will review Phonograms 27-54. The quiz over those will be on Thursday.  This week we will be working with Spelling List 1.  Third grade does their pre-tests on Wednesdays and final tests and Dictations on Fridays.
SOCIAL STUDIES – We will have a fill in the blank quiz with a word bank on the Star-Spangled Banner on Tuesday, 8/21.  We have been singing it every morning, hopefully they can practice by singing it for you at home. Students have also had a copy of it in their folders since last week. We will continue with patriotic symbols and we will complete our unit test on Friday.
