Doing Our Best:

I have spoken to your students in detail about the expectations of open book worksheets. They are more detailed than a closed book test. Also, the general rule is, if a question has a long line, they are expected to answer in a complete sentence (proper capitalization and punctuation included). These directions are reiterated each time we do an open book worksheet so please discuss with your children the importance of using their books and following directions. 
CURRICULUM THIS WEEK

SPALDING/SPELLING – We will have a 30 phonogram quiz this week.  We will start working with Spelling List 3.  The pre-test is Wednesday and final test with Dictation will be on Friday.   

MATH – We will work on lessons 18-21.  There will be a Saxon Math Assessment on Friday. 
GRAMMAR – We will finish our unit on prepositions and will be reviewing for a unit test on Thursday.
READING – we will read “Pinocchio” this week. The closed book test will be on Friday and will include comprehension questions. 
SCIENCE – We will complete an open book, graded WS on Lesson 3. After that, we will be reviewing the chapter and will test over all three lessons Friday. A study guide came home today in yellow folders and a review will be completed in class Tuesday as well.
